Revelation 5:5-7, NIV84 -5 Then one of the elders said to me, “Do not
weep! See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has
triumphed. He is able to open the scroll and its seven seals... 7 He
came and took the scroll from the right hand of him who sat on the
throne.

B. Because of where He is!

Revelation 5:6, TLB -6 | looked and saw a Lamb standing there before
the twenty-four Elders, in front of the throne and the Living Beings, and
on the Lamb were wounds that once had caused his death.

C. Because of what He does!

Revelation 5:8-10, NIV84 -8 And when he had taken it, the four living
creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb. Each
one had a harp and they were holding golden bowls full of incense,
which are the prayers of the saints. ® And they sang a new song: “You
are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, because you were

every tribe and language and people and nation. 12 You have made
them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign
on the earth.”
