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These benefits are more than sufficient to give every

child of God reason to rejoice in his/her salvation.

1. The believer has peace with God. No more war….

2. The believer has access to God. Introduced to the King

3. The believer has help from God.  See troubles differently

4. The believer has hope in God.  HOPE…our blessed assurance

A. The act of Adam—the sinful father of all people. 
     1. The reality of Adam’s act.  
Romans 5:12a, HCSB - 12 Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin…. 
     2. The scope of Adam’s act.

Romans 5:12–13, HCSB - 12 Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, in this way death spread to all men, because all sinned*. 13 [Paul begins a lengthy parenthetical statement that continues through 17.]  In fact, sin was in the world before the law, but sin is not charged to a person’s account when there is no law.14 Nevertheless, death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those who did not sin in the likeness of Adam’s transgression. He is a prototype of the Coming One. 
“The Doctrine of Original Sin” conveys that a person does not
become a sinner by committing sins but rather commits sins         because he/she is by nature a sinner.
*”Sinned” translates a Gk. Aorist tense verb, indicating that at one point in time all men sinned—when Adam sinned.
     3. The nature of Adam’s act.
Romans 5:19, HCSB - 19 For just as through one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so also through the one man’s obedience the many will be made righteous. 
    4. The results of Adam’s act.
Romans 5:14, HCSB - 14 Nevertheless, death reigned [ie., physical death] from Adam to Moses, even over those who did not sin in the likeness of Adam’s transgression. He is a prototype [lit.,cf.,  comparison] of the Coming One. 
Adam polluted us; Jesus purifies us.
Adam washed us out. Jesus washes us clean.      
     5. The relationship of the law to his act.
Romans 5:20, HCSB - 20 The law came along to multiply the trespass.
B. The act of Christ—the sinless Savior of all people.
     1. The scope of Christ’s act. 
Romans 5:15, HCSB – 15…For if by the one man’s trespass the many died, how much more have the grace of God and the gift overflowed to the many by the grace of the one man, Jesus Christ…18 So then, as through one trespass there is condemnation for everyone, so also through one righteous act there is life-giving justification for everyone. 
     2. The nature of Christ’s act.
Romans 5:19, HCSB - 19 For just as through one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so also through the one man’s obedience the many will be made righteous. 
     3. The results of Christ’s act.
Romans 5:16, HCSB - 16 And the gift is not like the one man’s sin, because from one sin came the judgment, resulting in condemnation, but from many trespasses came the gift, resulting in justification… 21 …so also grace will reign through righteousness, resulting in eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
     4.  The relationship of sin to Christ’s act.
Romans 5:20, HCSB - 20 The law came along to multiply the trespass. But where sin multiplied, grace multiplied even more. 
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	Because of the sin of one man, Adam, every human has experienced both physical and spiritual death.  Because of the righteousness of one man, Jesus, every human can experience eternal life.
(The more we are aware of our sin, the more we cast ourselves on God’s grace.)
