What is “Babylon?” 
 

Around 200 years following the flood of Noah, there lived a man named 
Nimrod.  His wife’s name was Semiramis.  Under these two people, in a place 
called Babylon (a city), two significant systems came into existence: A God-
defiant political system and a God-defiant religious system. The Political 
Babylon was founded by Nimrod; the Religious Babylon was founded by his 
wife.  The Political Babylon had its beginnings in the city of Babylon; the 
Religious Babylon had its beginning in the Tower of Babylon (also called The 
Tower of Babel.)   These two systems, in varying forms, have continued on—
side by side—through the centuries.  The Bible refers to both systems in the 
one word, “Babylon”—a God-defiant political and religious system.   - JKT

of the earth committed adultery [GK: πορνεύω, por—neu-ō, It gives us our English 

word, porn, it’s ”illicit, immoral sexuality”; ] and the inhabitants of the earth were 
intoxicated with the wine of her adulteries.”  4 The woman was 
dressed in purple and scarlet, and was glittering with gold, precious 
stones and pearls. She held a golden cup in her hand, filled with 
abominable things and the filth of her adulteries.

Revelation 17:3, NIV84 - 3 Then the angel carried me away in the 
Spirit into a desert. There I saw a woman sitting on a scarlet beast [ie., 

The Antichrist]  that was covered with blasphemous names and had 
seven heads and ten horns [Biblical scholars don’t know if this is a reference to the past 

kings of the Roman empire or the leaders of the nations that will attack Israel in the Battle of 

Armageddon—whoever they are, they are in rebellion against Holy God].

MYSTERY BABYLON THE GREAT THE MOTHER OF PROSTITUTES
